(IITM)’s coupled ocean-atmospheric model and other international
models indicate that the probability of development of La Nina condition
increases towards the latter half of the year. Nearly all models predict
weakening of El Nino, with a transition to El Nifno-neutral conditions to
develop likely during later half of the summer monsoon season (August-
September) of 2016. Subsequently, the chance of La Nifia development
increases during the last quarter of 2016.

The occurrence of La-Nina (anomalous cooling of Sea Surface
Temperature of Equatorial Pacific ocean waters) has high positive
correlation with Indian summer monsoon rainfall (ISMR). La-Nina events
are generally associated with normal to above normal monsoons.
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
