Guwahati, Dhubri and Tezpur in Assam, Lengpui in Mizoram, and one each in State
capitals Imphal, Kohima, and Itanagar by the end of Financial Year 2022-23;

The supply order for the procurement and installation of 10 Nos. of X-Band Doppler
Weather Radars (DWRs) has already been issued to the concerned firm for the sites at
Guwabhati, Dhubri, Jorhat, Tezpur, Silchar in Assam, Aizawl in Mizoram, Dimapur in
Nagaland, Imphal in Manipur and Mandala Top and Namsai in Arunachal Pradesh.

The contract has been awarded for Rs. 61.78 crores for 10 X band DWRs that includes
three years of warranty and seven years of comprehensive maintenance.

Yes. Procurement process of one X-Band DWR has been completed for Lahaul & Spiti
District, Himachal Pradesh.
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
