No: MoES/1/32/2014-OL—In supersession to the resolution No. MoES 1/32/2007-O.L. with a view to
encourage writing books originally written in Hindi pertaining to the Earth Sciences, the scheme of Prithvi Vigyan
Maulik Pustak Lekhan Yojana has been renewed with modifications from the financial year 2015-16. Since, National
Centre for Earth Sciences Studies (NCESS) and National Seismology Centre (NCS) are the two new offices which
came under the control of this ministry along with India Metrological Deptt. (IMD), National Centre for Medium
Range Weather Forecasting (NCMRWF), Indian National Centre for Ocean Information Services (INCOIS), National
Centre for Antarctica and Ocean Research (NCAOR), National Institute of Ocean Technology (NIOT), Indian Institute
of Tropical Metrology (IITM), Centre for Marine Living Resources and Ecology (CMLRE) and Integrated Coastal and
Marine Area Management (ICMAM) were the eight offices under the Ministry of Earth Sciences. Accordingly,
subjects relating to above two offices are to be included for the award money which has been increased to make this
scheme more attractive. The salient features of the modified scheme are given below.

4.1 The Scheme shall be run by the Ministry of Earth Sciences;

4.2 The Scheme in its new form will commence from the year

applications for award of prizes under this scheme from the
authors through publication of advertisements in leading
newspapers of Hindi and English;

General terms

Evaluation Committee

5.1 The scheme is open to all the Indian Citizens and officers
working in all scientific departments and for the officers/staff
working in the Ministry of Earth Sciences and its
Attached/Subordinate offices/Autonomous Bodies except the
officer/employees of  official language/administration of this
ministry;

5.2 Text books, especially for teaching in classrooms and books
written for children will not be included for the competition ;

5.3 Copyright of the authors, whose books are included in the
competition, will continue to remain with them and the book
should have registered under the International Standard Book
Number (ISBN);

5.4 The author will have to present a certificate in this regard
that this is his original work and it does not violate the
copyright(s) of other writers under the Copyright Act (as
amended) of 1997.

5.5 The entries submitted on earlier occasions for this
competition cannot be submitted again. A certificate will have to
be submitted in this regard by the author;

5.6 The Ministry of Earth Sciences will have the sole right of
selecting books for the award and to formulate rules governing
such selection;

5.7 The original works which will be presented under this
scheme should have been published during the last three years
including the year of the award,

5.8 The books once awarded under any other scheme by the
Government of India or State Government or Administration of
the Union Territories shall not be accepted under this scheme.

The author has to submit a declaration in this regard;

5.9 Any author may submit one entry in each category under the
scheme;

5.10 Author, once awarded under this scheme in a particular
year, can participate again, after a period of three years; and

5.11 A list of references (Bibliography) must be given at the end
of the book with which the author has written this book.

6.1 If there are more than one author(s) of any prize winning
entry, the amount of award shall be equally divided among the
author(s);

6.2 If during any year, the Evaluation Committee does not find
any published work suitable for the award, It can withhold the
award at its discretion;

6.3 No correspondence will be entertained regarding the
selection of books or the procedure for awarding of prize.

7.1 For selection of published books for the award, evaluation
will be done by the Evaluation Committee constituted for this
purpose. Joint Secretary (Admn.) will be the Head of the
committee. The Evaluation Committee shall consist of five
members including the Chairman;

7.2 The Chairman and the members of the Evaluation Committee
will be appointed by the Secretary of the Ministry of Earth
Sciences. The members of the Evaluation Committee will
consist of scientists/ scholars of various disciplines mentioned
under this scheme or the linguists (Hindi). The members of the
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committee will not be repeated in the next committee. The
Chairman of the Evaluation Committee may invite experts of the
respective disciplines, wherever necessary. Those experts will
only be in the advisory capacity;

7.3 If any member of the Evaluation Committee wishes to
participate in the prize scheme, he will not be the member of
the Evaluation Committee for that particular year;

7.4 The decision taken by the Evaluation Committee shall be
final and binding in all respects and no appeal can be made to
any authority against it;

7.5 The term of the Committee will be for a period of three years
from the date of its constitution. Honorarium, as may be fixed, as
admissible per the rules, shall be paid to all non-official members
including the Chairman of the Evaluation Committee for the
Evaluation work undertaken by him;

7.6 Non-official members of the Evaluation Committee will be
entitled for TA, as admissible per the rules.

7.7 The members of the committee will have to give an
undertaking that no applicant is their relative or known.

8. Other conditions : Original Hindi books mean the following:

8.1 The published book should have been written originally in
Hindi by the applicant/author. It should not be a Hindi translation
of a book written in any other language by the applicant himself
or by some professional translator. In this regard Certificate of
Originality shall have to be produced by the author;

8.2 The book should have not been written by the applicant in
Hindi or in any other language in his official capacity or as a part
of his official work. The book should not be a Hindi translation
of any book translated either by the competitor himself or by
some professional translator which has been written by the
author either in English or in any other Indian Language in his
official capacity or as a part of his official work. The book
should not be an exhaustive/abridged version or a summary
prepared by the author or any other person which the author has
written/published in English or in any other language in his
official capacity, or as part of his official capacity.

83 The book should not be any book written under either
any Government contract or under any Governmental scheme.
